Economics Basics: Introduction

Economics may appear to be the study of complicated tables and charts, 
statistics and numbers, but, more specifically, it is the study of what constitutes 
rational human behaviour in the endeavour to fulfil needs and wants.

As an individual, for example, you face the problem of having only limited 
resources with which to fulfil your wants and needs, as a result, you must make 
certain choices with your money. You'll probably spend part of your money on 
rent, electricity and food. Then you might use the rest to go to the movies and or 
buy a new pair of jeans. Economists are interested in the choices you make, and 
inquire into why, for instance, you might choose to spend your money on a new 
DVD player instead of replacing your old TV. They would want to know whether 
you would still buy a carton of cigarettes if prices increased by $2 per pack. The 
underlying essence of economics is trying to understand how both individuals and 
nations behave in response to certain material constraints. 
We can say, therefore, that economics, often referred to as the "dismal science", is 
a study of certain aspects of society. Adam Smith (1723 - 1790), the "father of 
modern economics" and author of the famous book "An Inquiry into the Nature 
and Causes of the Wealth of Nations", spawned the discipline of economics by 
trying to understand why some nations prospered while others lagged behind in 
poverty. Others after him also explored how a nation's allocation of resources 
affects its wealth. To study these things, economics makes the assumption that 
human beings will aim to fulfil their self-interests. It also assumes that individuals 
are rational in their efforts to fulfil their unlimited wants and needs. Economics, 
therefore, is a social science, which examines people behaving according to their 
self-interests. The definition set out at the turn of the twentieth century by Alfred 
Marshall, author of "The Principles Of Economics" (1890), reflects the complexity 
underlying economics: "Thus it is on one side the study of wealth; and on the 
other, and more important side, a part of the study of man."

All about finance

Finance is the study of funds management. The general areas of finance are 
business finance, personal finance (private finance), and public finance. Finance 
includes saving money and often includes lending money. The field of finance 
deals with the concepts of time, money, risk and how they are interrelated. It also 
deals with how money is spent and budgeted. One facet of finance is through 
individuals and business organizations, which deposit money in a bank. The bank 
then lends the money out to other individuals or corporations for consumption or 
investment and charges interest on the loans. Loans have become increasingly 
packaged for resale, meaning that an investor buys the loan (debt) from a bank or 
directly from a corporation. Bonds are debt instruments sold to investors for 
organizations such as companies, governments or charities. The investor can then 
hold the debt and collect the interest or sell the debt on a secondary market. Banks 
are the main facilitators of funding through the provision of  credit, although private 
equity, mutual funds, hedge funds, and other organizations have become important 
as they invest in various forms of debt. Financial assets, known as investments, are 
financially managed with careful attention to financial risk management to control 
financial risk. Financial instruments allow many forms of securitized assets to be 
traded on securities exchanges such as stock exchanges, including debt such as 
bonds as well as equity in publicly traded corporations.

W hat is Treasury?

A treasury is either

• A government department related to finance and taxation.
• A place where currency or precious items (gold, diamonds, etc.) is/are kept.

The term was first used in Classical times to describe the votive buildings 
erected to house gifts to the gods, such as the Siphnian Treasury in Delphi or many 
similar buildings erected in Olympia, Greece by competing city-states to impress 
others during the ancient Olympic Games. The head of a treasury is typically 
known as a treasurer. This position may not necessarily have the final control over 
the actions of the treasury, particularly if  they are not an elected representative. In 
many other countries, the treasury is called the "ministry of finance" and the head 
is known as the finance minister. Examples include New Zealand, Canada, 
Malaysia, Singapore, Bangladesh, India and Japan. In some other countries, a 
"treasury" will exist alongside a separate "Ministry of Finance", with divided 
functions (Ukraine). In the Australian federal government a treasurer and a finance 
minister co-exist.

The Department of the Treasury is responsible for drafting the government 
budget, economic policy (except monetary policy), some market regulation and 
revenue policy (which is administered by the Australian Taxation Office). The 
Finance Minister, who manages the Department of Finance and Deregulation, is 
responsible for budget management, government expenditure and market 
deregulation. The government of Poland includes the Ministry of Finance as well 
as the Ministry of State Treasury. It was the same in Italy before the creation of the 
united Ministry of Economy.

Treasury management (or treasury operations) includes management of 
an enterprise's holdings, with the ultimate goal of maximizing the firm's liquidity 
and mitigating its operational, financial and reputational risk. Treasury 
Management includes a firm's collections, disbursements, concentration, 
investment and funding activities. In larger firms, it may also include trading in 
bonds, currencies, financial derivatives and the associated financial risk 
management.

Accountancy and accounting

Accountancy is the process of communicating financial information about a 
business entity to users such as shareholders and managers. The communication is 
generally in the form of financial statements that show in money terms the 
economic resources under the control of management; the art lies in selecting the 
information that is relevant to the user and is reliable. The principles of 
accountancy are applied to business entities in three divisions of practical art, 
named accounting, bookkeeping, and auditing. Accountancy is defined by the 
Oxford English Dictionary (OED) as "the profession or duties of an accountant".

Accounting is defined by the American Institute of Certified Public 
Accountants (AICPA) as "the art of recording, classifying, and summarizing in a 
significant manner and in terms of money, transactions and events which are, in 
part at least, of financial character, and interpreting the results thereof." 
Accounting is thousands of years old; the earliest accounting records, which date 
back more than 7,000 years, were found in Mesopotamia (Assyrians). The people 
of that time relied on primitive accounting methods to record the growth of crops 
and herds. Accounting evolved, improving over the years and advancing as 
business advanced. Early accounts served mainly to assist the memory of the 
businessperson and the audience for the account was the proprietor or record 
keeper alone. Cruder forms of accounting were inadequate for the problems 
created by a business entity involving multiple investors, so double-entry 
bookkeeping first emerged in northern Italy in the 14th century, where trading 
ventures began to require more capital than a single individual was able to invest. 
The development of  joint stock companies created wider audiences for accounts, as 
investors without first and knowledge of their operations relied on accounts to 
provide the requisite information. This development resulted in a split of 
accounting systems for internal (i.e. management accounting) and external (i.e. 
financial accounting) purposes, and subsequently also in accounting and disclosure 
regulations and a growing need for independent attestation of external accounts by 
auditors. Today, accounting is called "the language of business" because it is the 
vehicle for reporting financial information about a business entity to many 
different groups of people.

Management

The verb manage comes from the Italian maneggiare (to handle — 
especially tools), which in turn derives from the Latin manus (hand). The French 
word mesnagement (later menagement) influenced the development in meaning of 
the English word management in the 17th and 18th centuries.

Management in all business and organizational activities is the act of getting 
people together to accomplish desired goals and objectives using available 
resources efficiently and effectively. Management comprises planning, organizing, 
staffing, leading or directing, and controlling an organization (a group of one or 
more people or entities) or effort for the purpose of accomplishing a goal. 
Resourcing encompasses the deployment and manipulation of human resources, 
financial resources, technological resources, and natural resources. Since 
organizations can be viewed as systems, management can also be defined as 
human action, including design, to facilitate the production of useful outcomes 
from a system. This view opens the opportunity to 'manage' oneself, a pre-requisite 
to attempting to manage others.

Some definitions of management are:

• Organization and coordination of the activities of an enterprise in 
accordance with certain policies and in achievement of clearly defined 
objectives. Management is often included as a factor of production along with 
machines, materials, and money. According to the management of Peter 
Drucker (1909-2005), the basic task of a management is two folds: marketing 
and innovation.

• Directors and managers have the power and responsibility to make decisions 
to manage an enterprise when given the authority by the shareholders. As a 
discipline, management comprises the interlocking functions of formulating 
corporate policy and organizing, planning, controlling, and directing the firm's 
resources to achieve the policy's objectives. The size of management can range 
from one person in a small firm to hundreds or thousands of managers in
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multinational companies. In large firms the board of directors formulates the 
policy which is implemented by the chief executive officer.

Economy of Uzbekistan

Along with many Commonwealth of Independent States economies, 
Uzbekistan's economy declined during the first years of transition and then 
recovered after 1995, as the cumulative effect of policy reforms began to be felt. It 
has shown robust growth, rising by 4% per year between 1998 and 2003 and 
accelerating thereafter to 7%-8% per year. According to IMF estimates, the GDP 
in 2008 will be almost double its value in 1995 (in constant prices). Since 2003 
annual inflation rates averaged less than 10%. Uzbekistan has a very low GNI per 
capita (US$610 in current dollars in 2006, giving a PPP equivalent of US$2,250). 
By GNI per capita in PPP equivalents Uzbekistan ranks 169 among 209 countries; 
among the 12 CIS countries, only Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan had lower GNI per 
capita in 2006. Economic production is concentrated in commodities: Uzbekistan 
is now the world's sixth-largest producer and second-largest exporter of cotton, as 
well as the seventh largest world producer of gold. It is also a regionally significant 
producer of natural gas, coal, copper, oil, silver and uranium. Agriculture employs 
28% of Uzbekistan's labour force and contributes 24% of its GDP (2006 data). 
While official unemployment is very low, underemployment -  especially in rural 
areas -  is estimated to be at least 20%. Still, at cotton-harvest time, all students and 
teachers are mobilized as unpaid labour to help in the fields. The use of child 
labour in Uzbekistan has led several companies, including Tesco, C&A, Marks & 
Spencer, Gap, and H&M, to boycott Uzbek cotton.

Facing a multitude of economic challenges upon acquiring independence, 
the government adopted an evolutionary reform strategy, with an emphasis on state 
control, reduction of imports and self-sufficiency in energy. Since 1994, the state- 
controlled media have repeatedly proclaimed the success of this "Uzbekistan 
Economic Model" and suggested that it is a unique example of a smooth transition 
to the market economy while avoiding shock, pauperism and stagnation.
The gradualist reform strategy has involved postponing significant macroeconomic 
and structural reforms. The state in the hands of the bureaucracy has remained a 
dominant influence in the economy. Uzbekistan is at the very bottom of the 
ranking, 175 out of 179. A February 2006 report on the country by the 
International Crisis Group suggests that revenues earned from key exports, 
especially cotton, gold, corn and increasingly gas, are distributed among a very 
small circle of the ruling elite, with little or no benefit for the populace at large.

The global financial crisis, brewing for a while, really started to show its 

effects in the middle of 2007 and into 2008. Around the world stock markets have 
fallen, large financial institutions have collapsed or been bought out, and 
governments in even the wealthiest nations have had to come up with rescue 
packages to bail out their financial systems. On the one hand many people are 
concerned that those responsible for the financial problems are the ones being 
bailed out, while on the other hand, a global financial meltdown will affect the 
livelihoods of almost everyone in an increasingly inter-connected world. The 
problem could have been avoided, if ideologues supporting the current economics 
models weren’t so vocal, influential and inconsiderate of others’ viewpoints and 
concerns. Developing countries were hit hard by the financial and economic crisis, 
although the impact was somewhat delayed. Every country had different 
challenges to master. The closer the developing countries are interconnected with 
the world economy, the crasser the effects. And the incipient recovery that is 
becoming noticeable is, for the time being, restricted to only a few countries and 
regions.
The crisis was transmitted primarily by trade and financial flows forcing millions 
back into poverty. Attainment of the Millennium Development Goals is seriously 
jeopardized in many countries. Many developing countries did not and do not have 
the resources to stimulate the economy and protect their socially disadvantaged 
populations to the same extent as the industrialized countries. However, many 
countries have made considerable efforts to mitigate the effects. Developing 
countries have also increased their cooperation with one another and are urgently 
demanding a greater voice in global economic affairs. 
The industrialized countries are for the most part more concerned with their own 
problems. Their readiness to provide more extensive aid is limited. They are under 
pressure from the international institutions to relax their previous dominance in 
favor of the increasingly strong emerging countries. A shift in power and influence 
that was already noticeable before the financial crisis is deepening.

Agriculture of Uzbekistan

Agriculture in Uzbekistan employs 28% of labor force 
and contributes 24% of GDP. Another 8% of GDP is from 
processing of domestic agricultural output. Cotton, once 
Uzbekistan's star cash earner, has lost much its luster since 
independence as wheat began to gain prominence from 

considerations of food security for the rapidly growing population. Areas cropped 
to cotton were reduced by more than 25% from 2 million hectares in 1990 to less 
than 1.5 million hectares in 2006, while wheat cultivation jumped 60% from 
around 1 million hectares in 1990 to 1.6 million hectares in 2006. Cotton 
production dropped from 5 million tons annually in the pre-independence decade 
to around 3.5 million tons since 1995, but even at these reduced levels Uzbekistan 
produces 3 times as much cotton as all the other Central Asian countries and 
Azerbaijan combined. Cotton exports tumbled from highs of around 45% of 
Uzbekistan's total exports in the early 1990s to 17% in 2006. Uzbekistan is the 
largest producer of jute in West Asia and it also produces significant quantities of 
silk (Uzbek ikat), fruit, and vegetables, with food products contributing nearly 8% 
of total exports in 2006. Virtually all agriculture requires irrigation, but because of 
budgetary constraints there has been practically no expansion of irrigated area 
since independence: it remains static at 4.2 million hectares, the level reached by 
1990 after rapid growth during the Soviet period.

Government intervention in agriculture is reflected in the persistence of state 
orders for the two main cash crops, cotton and wheat. Farmers receive binding 
directives on the area to be cropped to these commodities and are obliged to 
surrender their harvest to designated marketers at state-fixed prices. The 
government's discriminatory pricing for the main cash crops, cotton and wheat, is 
apparently responsible for the exceptionally rapid growth of the cattle herd in 
recent years, as the prices of milk and meat, like those of fruits and vegetables, are 
also determined by market forces. The number of cattle increased from 4 million 
head in 1990 to 7 million head in 2006, and virtually all these animals are 
maintained by rural families with just 2-3 head per household. Sales of own- 
produced milk, meat, and vegetables in town markets are an important source for 
augmenting rural family incomes.

Uzbekistan taxes and their implements are followed according to the “Law 
on Taxation of Enterprises, Associations, and Organizations” which was amended 
on 22nd December, 1995 for a standardization and greater unification of the 
Uzbekistan tax code. These changes in the tax system of Uzbekistan were 
approved by The Republic of Uzbekistan. These implications also helped the US 
companies to do business in Uzbekistan. The development of market relationships 
and business activities, the number of taxpayers in Uzbekistan have increased. The 
taxes in Uzbekistan in the agricultural activities are very low and even nil at times. 
The new enterprises are also encouraged to do business as they have to pay lower 
taxes in the first two years.

The exporting of Uzbekistan’s national currency “sum” is allowed to physical 
individuals (residences and non- residences) at the amount of 50 minimal wage 
rates, established in the Republic of Uzbekistan.
The exporting of the sum over the established amount is subject to permission of 
the Central Bank of Uzbekistan.
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3. Some consumer items for personal use can be imported free of customs 
charges:

A) If such consumer goods are imported from the territory of neighboring states, 
theirs total cost can not exceed the amount of 50 (fifty) US Dollars;
B) If such consumer goods are imported from the territory of not neighboring 
states, theirs total cost can not exceed the amount of 1000 (one thousand) US 
Dollars;

"pure", and connected with the historical coins of pure gold. This currency has 
been put into circulation in Uzbekistan since 1994 and today is the only means of 
payment. In circulation there are banknotes of the following value: 5000 and 
10000, 20000, 50000, 100000 sum. Almost all the banknotes are the same size and 
only differ in color. It is mainly cultural and historic monuments of Uzbekistan are 
depicted on the notes. Currently, the entire banknotes and coins circle, but the bills 
up to ten and the coins up to twenty-five Sums are not used. Since 2004 Uzbek 
sum (UZS) is a convertible currency. Currency exchange offices are located in the 
airport, large supermarkets and hotels, in the markets and banks, as well as in 
district visa and registration offices (at passport departments of the Ministry of 
Internal Affairs). Majority of currency exchange offices in the city accept euros 
and US dollars. Other currencies can be exchanged only in those exchange offices, 
which are located in banks. In hotels currency exchange offices are opened 24 
hours 7 days a week. Others usually open at 9 a.m., but their working day is 
already over at 3.30 or 4 p.m. Not all of them work on weekends and not all the 
time. Possible problems: insufficient amount of national currency in the exchange 
office or a long queue if it is situated in a busy place, for example, on the market. 
In the city, mostly near markets, there are places where from early morning till late 
night you can find individuals who offer currency exchange on a private basis. You 
should keep in mind that these actions are illegal and imply criminal responsibility. 
Both buyer and seller of currency are accountable for this transaction.

Between 1992 and 2003, spending on health care and the ratio of hospital 
beds to population both decreased by nearly 50 percent, and Russian emigration in 
that decade deprived the health system of many practitioners. In 2004 Uzbekistan 
had 53 hospital beds per 10,000 population. Basic medical supplies such as 
disposable needles, anesthetics, and antibiotics are in very short supply. Although 
all citizens nominally are entitled to free health care, in the post-Soviet era bribery 
has become a common way to bypass the slow and limited service of the state 
system. In the early 2000s, policy has focused on improving primary health care 
facilities and cutting the cost of inpatient facilities. The state budget for 2006 
allotted 11.1 percent to health expenditures, compared with 10.9 percent in 2005.

Among the most common diseases are those associated with polluted 
drinking water: typhoid, hepatitis, dysentery, cholera, and various types of cancer. 
The chief causes of death are, in order of frequency, disorders of the 
cardiovascular, respiratory, and digestive systems and infectious and parasitic 
diseases. The reported incidence of human immunodeficiency virus (HIV) has 
increased sharply beginning in 2002, partly because of a new government reporting 
policy and partly because of increased drug abuse. In 2005 about 5,600 cases of 
HIV were known, after 2,000 new cases appeared in 2004. At least two-thirds of 
cases have been linked with drug abuse. The geographic centers of the HIV cases 
are Tashkent and Surkhandarya Province on the Afghanistan border. Expanding 
drug trafficking through Uzbekistan has led to increased drug addiction in urban 
areas. Some HIV treatment and counseling centers exist. Maternal and Child 
Healthcare: In June 2011, the United Nations Population Fund released a report on 
The State of the World's Midwifery. It contained new data on the midwifery 
workforce and policies relating to newborn and maternal mortality for 58
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countries. The 2010 maternal mortality rate per 100,000 births for Uzbekistan is 
30. This is compared with 44.6 in 2008 and 61.1 in 1990. The under 5 mortality 
rate, per 1,000 births is 38 and the neonatal mortality as a percentage of under 5's 
mortality is 48.

Uzbekistan began a movement toward a two-tier banking system under the 
old Soviet regime. The new structure, which was ratified by the Banking Law of 
1991, has a government-owned Central Bank wielding control over a range of 
joint-stock sectoral banks specializing in agricultural or industrial enterprise, the 
Savings Bank (Sberbank), and some twenty commercial banks. The Central Bank 
is charged with establishing national monetary policy, issuing currency, and 
operating the national payment system. In performing these operations, the Central 
Bank manipulates as much as 70 percent of deposits in the more than 1,800 
branches of the Savings Bank (all of which are state owned) for its own reserve 
requirements. A National Bank for Foreign Economic Affairs, established in 1991 
as a joint-stock commercial bank, conducts international financial exchanges on 
behalf of the government. The national bank holds Uzbekistan's foreign currency 
reserves; in 1993 it was converted from its initial status to a state bank.

In the mid-1990s, the banking structure in Uzbekistan was limited to only a 
handful of primarily state-owned banks, and, compared with Western banking 
systems, the commercial banking system was still in its infancy. But the 
establishment in the spring of 1995 of Uzbekistan's first Western-style banking 
operation-- a joint venture between Mees Pierson of the Netherlands and other 
international and Uzbekistan partners--suggests that this sector, too, may have 
prospects for change. The Uzbekistan International Bank that would result from 
the new joint venture is intended primarily to finance trade and industrial projects. 
The bank is to be based in Tashkent, with 50 percent of ownership shares in 
Western hands. If successful, this and other similar ventures may reward policy 
makers' cautious approach to reform by establishing an infrastructure from which 
economic growth can begin.

M arket economy

A market economy is an economy in which the prices of  goods and services 
are determined in a free price system. This is often contrasted with a state-directed 
or planned economy. Market economies can range from hypothetically pure 
laissez-faire variants to an assortment of real-world mixed economies, where the 
price system is under some state control or at least heavily regulated. In mixed 
economies, state-directed economic planning is not as extensive as in a planned 
economy. In the real world, market economies do not exist in pure form, as 
societies and governments regulate them to varying degrees rather than allow full 
self-regulation by market forces. The term free-market economy is sometimes used 
synonymously with market economy, but, as Ludwig Erhard once pointed out, this 
does not preclude an economy from having social attributes opposed to a laissez- 
faire system. The term used by itself can be somewhat misleading. For example, 
the United States constitutes a mixed economy (substantial market regulation, 
agricultural subsidies, extensive government-funded research and development, 
Medicare/Medicaid), yet at the same time it is foundationally rooted in a market 
economy. Different perspectives exist as to how strong a role the government 
should have in both guiding the market economy and addressing the inequalities 
the market produces. This is evidenced by the current lack of consensus on issues 
such as central banking, and welfare. It is also possible to envision an economic 
system based on independent producers, cooperative, democratic worker
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ownership and market allocation of final goods and services; the self-managed 
market economy is one of several proposed forms of  market socialism.

Credit

Credit is the trust which allows one party to provide resources to another 
party where that second party does not reimburse the first party immediately 
(thereby generating a debt), but instead arranges either to repay or return those 
resources (or other materials of equal value) at a later date. The resources provided 
may be financial (e.g. granting a loan), or they may consist of goods or services 
(e.g. consumer credit). Credit encompasses any form of deferred payment. Credit is 
extended by a creditor, also known as a lender, to a debtor, also known as a 
borrower. Credit does not necessarily require money. The credit concept can be 
applied in barter economies as well, based on the direct exchange of goods and 
services (Ingham 2004 p.12-19). However, in modern societies credit is usually 
denominated by a unit of account. Unlike money, credit itself cannot act as a unit 
of account. Movements of  financial capital are normally dependent on either credit 
or equity transfers. Credit is in turn dependent on the reputation or creditworthiness 
of the entity which takes responsibility for the funds. Credit is also traded in 
financial markets. The purest form is the credit default swap market, which is 
essentially a traded market in credit insurance. A credit default swap represents the 
price at which two parties exchange this risk -  the protection "seller" takes the risk 
of default of the credit in return for a payment, commonly denoted in basis points 
(one basis point is 1/100 of a percent) of the notional amount to be referenced, 
while the protection "buyer" pays this premium and in the case of default of the 
underlying (a loan, bond or other receivable), delivers this receivable to the 
protection seller and receives from the seller the par amount (that is, is made 
whole).
